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Thomas (Tom) A. Coleman earned a BS in Physics and an MS in Nuclear Engineering from the 

Georgia Institute of Technology and an MBA from Lynchburg College.  

He joined AREVA NP Inc. (formerly Babcock & Wilcox) as an engineer in the Commercial 

Nuclear Power Division, leading several nuclear fuel development programs, including extended 

lifetime fuel, longer fuel cycles, and advanced burnable absorbers.
